lengths depending on their current rating. SFE 20 is the only one fitting the Lucas fuse holder. SFE fuses
faster than the equivalent AGC fuse thus providing better protection to your car.

AG (AllGlass)f uses are fAGener al Pur p oanpsd AGCTubes are approximnatedydhe
same length as British fuses and will fit in the Lucas fuse holder.
