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ASpecial Tool so Behind The Wh e eayRickMils

As the leader of the pack (which | would rather follow), | have had the opportunity to write an article
most every month for three years now. Yes, this is my third term as President. | believe it's time for
someone else to take the lead.

At our last Social, | asked for, and got, one article about a special tool you use to work on and/or
repair your MG. Now most of us have MGBs, but I'm sure the TR people of our club and the early
MG owners and Midget owners also have tools they have made.

The only thing | can remember from my Spridget (Sprite/Midget) days is attaching a long brake line
to the clutch slave cylinder and route it up into the engine bay to make it easier to bleed the clutch.
It's almost impossible to bleed the clutch slave on Spridgets. This is on chrome bumper Spridgets.

On page 10 is a reprint of Denny Hale's article he wrote back in 2015 about a tool he made to pull
the dust cap on the front wheel of an MGB with wire wheels. This is a must if you have wire
wheels, so please read his article.

My special tool is one that was made by Jim Lovell way back in the middle '90s. It is a brake
adjuster tool for rear brakes on MGBs. As you can see from the picture below, this tool has been
brazed together, but | have made one just using epoxy to hold them together. You ask why make
the tool when all of our suppliers sell a box-and-wrench specifically to do this job? Because with
that tool sold, it is very hard to adjust brakes with the tires on. With this special tool, you can use a
3/8" drive ratchet and add an extension (or not) to adjust the brakes.

To make this tool, you need a 1/4-drive, 6-point, 5/16"
socket, a short piece of 5/16 hex drive (cut a 5/16 Allen
wrench to 2" length) and a 3/8-drive, 6-point, 5/16" socket.
Then do this or that. This takes JB Weld or two-part epoxy,
and marry the 5/16 hex piece between the two 5/16"
sockets. Or (that) take the three pieces to a welder and
have them welded together. Of all the tools | have, | use
this one the most often. Most of my special tools | do not
carry with me when | travel.

And one | don't carry is duct tape. Would duct tape have fixed my lost lug nut in 2015? No. Would
duct tape have fixed my plug that blew out of my cylinder head and let the engine make a horrible
exhaust noise? No. Would duct tape have fixed that blown freeze plug that Larry Petty had back in
20147 No. Would duct tape have fixed my exhaust hanger | broke on a SLIM Run in 2010? No.

But this past August, my accelerator cable wore through the cable housing at the firewall, and my
accelerator stuck open, a scary ride for a few seconds. As our group got out to look at the problem,
and saw the solution was duct tape (which wor
have any; well, Denny Hale did have duct tape. As | said earlier, it fixed the problem. Yes, | can
now say that when | am behind the wheel, | feel much more confident because | now carry duct
tape.

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MIDGET MUMBLINGS By Steve Olson

A recent drive to Lincoln, Nebraska was uneventful. The Midget was running sweetly and
getting good fuel economy as the miles rolled by along the Interstate at the posted speed
limit. Then when | got close to my destination, | applied the brakes to slow for traffic and
the cruise control did not disengage. After a couple stomps on the pedal, | switched it off
manually. | knew what this likely meant. The brake light switch has been known to fail
more than a few times. So | drove carefully, knowing | had no brake lights.

Later, back home in my garage, | located my spare brake light switch that | never leave
home without. The Midget uses the same switch as the MGB, but on the Midget it is far
lessaccessible. So instead of just swapping in the new switch | decided to be sure it was the
switch that was bad. So | unplugged the switch from the wiring harness and got out my test
meter. The switch showed no connectivity until | applied the brake and then it registered
only a little resistance. It basically tested good. So | turned on the ignition and touched the
two wires of the harness together and the brake lights lit up. So the wiring harness and
bulbs tested good also. That made no sense. So | wiggled wires and repeated the tests
several times with the same good result. But when | plugged the switch wires back in and
stepped on the brake pedal, the brake lights still did not come on. Very curious! So |
repeated my tests yet another time and they still tested good. | repeated this process
severalmore times and the results never changed. Perhaps | was just oveithinking this.

So finally, | gave up and replaced the blasted switch needing only a small blood sacrifice.
And now the lights worked and all was good in the world. But | was still curious. So | took
the old switch, which happened to be one that | had repaired before. | hooked it up to the
test meter and it worked 20 times out of 20. But | did notice that it sometimes took a
second or two for the resistance to drop. Then | found the little rivets that connect the
wires to the switch contacts inside were a bit loose. So | soldered those connections tight.
Now the switch works consistently but still offers nearly an ohm of resistance. | assume the
contacts inside have some crud built up on them. | plugged the old switch back into the
circuit and it now lights the brake lights. So | will keep it as a spare at least until | can get
around to buying another new switch.

What should have been a fairly simple hal-hour job had managed to entertain me for half
aday. And what have | learned by this lesson? Always travel with a spare switch. They are
not expensive and take up very little room in the glove box. And at the first indication of
problems, go ahead and replace the dang switch. The scrapes on your hands will soon heal|
up. And once you have a working switch and a spare, throw the old one away no matter
how good it tests!

P.S. The NAMGBR M@&019event will be in Traverse City, Michigan next June. Will your
MG be ready for the trip? It will if you start now to get it road ready. Getting it show ready
is purely optional. These events are always interesting and this one is not all that far from
home. Several of us plan to go, and the more the merrier!
